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This means that it is God—not me—who gives a child the desire to know Him.

2. John 16:8 

God, the Holy Spirit, convicts.

 Next Slide  

This means that it is God, the Holy Spirit—not me—who makes a child aware of their sin 
and their need for Him.

3. John 16:12-15 

God, the Holy Spirit, teaches.
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This means that it is God, the Holy Spirit—not me— who enables a child to understand 
His truth and how it applies to their lives.

4. Ephesians 2:4-5  

God gives new life.
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This means that it is God, the Holy Spirit—not me—who enables a child to be born into 
His family when they trust Jesus.

God has commanded us to share Christ but He has never commanded us to produce a 
harvest.  In sharing Christ with children, we prepare the soil and plant the seed, but only 
God gives the harvest.
